
Orakei Marae 
 

Our February intake of students were welcomed onto the Orakei marae by Te Hira Hawke. It 
was a very enjoyable day and the students were taken on a tour of the marae Nursery and the 
Whenua Rangatira reserve. During the walk Te Hira explained the Treaty of Waitangi and how 
it affected the Ngati Whatua. He showed the Treaty in operation with the revegetation project 
and how the community have been involved in the project.  
During the walk Te Hira showed the students plants that were important to the Maori people and 
how they were used for food, clothing and medicine. He also discussed the history of the 
Tamaki Makaura (Auckland region), the effect it had on the region today and the future for the 
Orakei marae with the other projects that they have planned. 
Te Hira Hawke is one of 8 Orakei Marae’s ICA students studying towards the National Certifi-
cate in Horticulture. ICA have been working in collaboration with Orakei marae during 2007. 
Because of this valuable treasure ICA and Orakei will continue its relationship into 2008.  This 
will enable the staff at Orakei marae and others to complete the Advanced National Horticulture 
Certificate under the guidance of the ICA Horticulture Department.  
ICA students will be visiting the marae in 2008 to be involved in the community planting days, 
to learn about native plant revegetation, tractor and machinery use. 
Many students commented that they would like to bring their families to the marae and to the 
planting days and the public park area.
