We keep the students with 
us for 10 weeks then we place them with a 
grower for three days a week. They com-
plete practical modules of horticulture dur-
ing this time and get the chance to earn 
some money. All our students are eligible 
for 20 hours of paid work a week! ICA and 
NZHITO help them with our job placement 
program.

 ICA / NZHITO up date: 
 
We have been very busy with our New Zealand Horticulture Industry Training 
Organisation project. There have been many students involved in job interviews 
and Curriculum Vitae writing. This has been a very useful exercise for our stu-
dents as they are gaining job search and interview skills. This is an important 
pathway for their future in New Zealand. We are also seeing our students Eng-
lish speaking skills increase as they become involved in the NZHITO project and 
they are becoming more confident and happier. Currently forty four students are 
out on job placement projects with many of our students being offered full time 
employment when they have completed their course studies. Some students have 
also received a pay increase. We see that this project is an important part of our 
college and the results are very rewarding for our students. 
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Grower sponsor—Heritage Farms 
Heritage Farms is based in the Waikato region not far 
from Hamilton. They are organic growers of kiwifruit, 
asparagus, stonefruit and apples.  
They have 8 full-time staff and employ seasonal staff dur-
ing harvesting, pruning and thinning. 
They have employed 2 ICA students from group 6 who 
will be working on the Advanced National Certificate in 
Horticulture (Fruit production).

Moreover, the most important thing is that I am so satisfied with 
work and payment raised since I worked for 2 weeks as well. In addi-
tion, I was already offered a full time job from an on job training 
employer. It took 4 months to get trust and full time offer, which was 
unbelievably quick and great. 
I am so sure that I am successfully going my new way of life with 
ICA, and I will enjoy what I am doing for the rest of my course. 
I think life depends on mind which people can bear in. People who 
think positively will live positively and those who see their lives 
negatively will receive a lot of “No”s. 
I would like to recommend you keep enjoying your lives actively and 
positively.
